2 Lt  - Enl 10 Aug 1862 at Cave Spring, AR. Age 30, Born in TN. Present 18 Sep 1864.
15 Jan 1831- 10 June 1907, son of Samuel “West”  Woods and Sarah Adams, Husband of Mary Emma Woods, 2 Margaret Celina Pace

WOODS, JAMES B. -- Bugler  - Enl 15 Aug 1862 at Bentonville, AR. AWOL 15 Sep 1863.   M376 roll 26
grandson of Samuel “West” Woods, with his motherʼs brother, his Uncle 1 Lt Andrew Jackson.

JACKSON, ANDREW --1Lt  - Enl 15 Aug 1862 at Bentonville, AR. Deserted from Roseville, AR. 8 Mar 1862(?).
Captured 17 Mar 1863 in Crawford Co, AR and sent to MP at St Louis, MO. AWOL after 15 Oct 1863.

Plus four other Jacksons who enrolled at Bentonville and AWOL after 20 Sept 1863

Woods Civilians caught up in Civil War
grandson of Dysart:   John Riley Woods, 1856-1936,  son of John Riley,  age 6 watched courthouse burned by Federal soldiers
grandson of Sam “East”:   John H  Woods, 1846-1864, son of William H, at age 18 killed by bushwackers.
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
